Pirate Party  is an international non-political and non-economic movement, which focuses on the  human freedom itself, and information freedom in general. Methods and problems of communities in different countries may vary, but the main idea and attitudes are still the same.

The main views of the Pirate Party of Belarus:
1. The attitude to the legislative authority
Every citizen has the possibility of direct participation in the development and adoption of laws, therefore, the representatives of the people are no longer needed.
All government information technologies should have open source code.
Voting should be realized with the help of means of modern information technology.
2. The attitude to the executive authority
 The executive power shall be elected. Officials of government and enterprises with state share over 50% should be dealt with on a competitive basis. Civil servants should periodically take the qualifying exams. These procedures should be open. The obtain compensation for damage caused by the executive without reasonable grounds should be simplified.
3. The  attitude to the judicative  authority
Criminal cases should be resolved in a jury trial, the economic - in the arbitration; domestic, minor and administrative - for companionship. Judges should be elected.
4. The attitude to intellectual property and copyrights
Protection of intellectual property can NEVER be above human rights.
Surveillance for personal life of a man in the street, at home or in the Internet is a disturbance of the right of  privacy.
Disturbance of civil rights in order to catch the distributors of unlicensed software is unacceptable.
No patents to intellectual property.
Copyright protection needs of global reforms.
Do not interfere with the creative activity itself.
5. Protection of Human Rights and Freedoms
The presumption of innocence should dominate.
Global surveillance of persons shall be prohibited:
Surveillance should be carried out only for a particular person, if there is a strong reason. Controlling structure must be created for this.
It is necessary to protect and support the creative work and activity, including development of open source code software.
The development of personal data and privacy protection should be supported.
Each person should be able to control what data  will be stored and who will have to them.
Tougher penalties should be introduced for the publication of personal data or lack of proper protection. In the event of data loss the main fault must lie on the man who made it leak.
The presumption of innocence should dominate. Citizens should have the right to self-defense. To protect themself citizens must have the ability to create militias, self-defense units and police.
Restrictions on freedom of assembly, of procession and of demonstration should be abolished. Political parties, trade unions and social organizations must be registered in a declarative manner.
Citizens should be able to smooth implementation of the right to work. No one shall be subjected to forced labor.
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
